August 13, 2011 – Canaan 

On August 13, 2011 Canaan Speedway held three Pro Stock features to make up for two rainouts and the nightly feature.  The first feature was a 30 lap feature to make up for a rain-out on June 25th.  The field was already set by qualifying held on the 25th.   Austin started 8th.  On lap 18 he spun on the back stretch but didn’t draw a caution.  He came out at the rear of the field and managed to come back up and pull off a 10th place finish. 
Because Austin was not at the track on August 6th, he did not run the second feature as the field had been set at that time.
There were no heats run to set the line-up for the third feature to be held that night.  The line-up was set by handicap with Austin starting 13th out of 16 cars.  The race had a rough start with 3 yellow flags in the first 10 laps.  On lap 16 Austin was running 6th when he got spun by Chris Wilk.  There were several more accidents which Austin narrowly missed by quick reactions alone.  On a mid-race re-start Austin started behind Corey Roberts who missed a shift so the whole inside line got hung up while the outside row took off.  The race continued with 3 more yellows.  You would know it was a full moon.  The track had decided to extend this race to 40 laps instead of 30.  On lap 35, a racing incident occurred which ended up with Austin head first hard into the front stretch wall and Dave Davis flipping and landing on his roof next to Austin.  There was severe damage to Austin’s car as well as to Dave Davis’.  The #5 of Kevin Menard was also involved, but managed to pit with mainly body damage and return to finish the race.   The race was red flagged for approximately half an hour.  Thankfully no one was hurt but it was certainly a scary accident.
