It is great to be around so many helpful and thoughtful people when you have events like this happen.  The crew was able to get the car back together.  We opted to start the rear for the feature because of all the damage that had been done to the car. Austin noticed right at the start of the feature that the car didn’t have any horsepower, but he stayed on the track logging laps.  He couldn’t be competitive because of how slow the car was going. Then on lap #50, the right lower control arm broke as he was going into turn 1.  Austin was able to gain control of the car, doing a great job not to go off turn 1 and 2 and cause a caution.  He managed to get the car to the high side and make it off pit road.  The entire 100 lap race went green to checkered without any cautions!  Congratulations to Donnie Lashua who won.  Maybe Austin will have better luck next time!
