Late Write-Up for Saturday, July 3, 2010
Sorry this write-up is so late!  We have been very busy with vacation and preparing for Austin’s Birthday.
The last race was July 3rd at Canaan Fair Speedway.  Austin started on the pole for his heat race and took home his fifth heat race win out of 6 this year.  For the feature event, he had a good starting spot in 5th place.  The inside lane was fast and he was hopeful that he would have a good shot at a podium finish.  The start of the race proved him right, as he followed the 1st and 3rd place cars past the 2nd and 4th place cars and took off as the top three.  However, there was a caution on the first lap, as the #8 was hit on the backstretch, causing a lot of debris to be littered all over the track.  Since one full lap wasn’t completed, they had to go back to an original start.  Once again on the restart, Austin was able to get right into 3rd place.  Then coming out of turn 4 on lap 3, the #71 of Ed Laquire, Jr. drove into the back of Austin, causing Austin to be sideways going down the front-stretch.  Even though Laquire didn’t back off, Austin still unbelievably, was able to save the car and avoid a spin!  However, damage had been done with the left rear quarter panel bent in and rubbing on the tire.  This caused the car to be very loose and Austin started to fall back quickly.  During this, cars were having a hard time going around him and the #09 got into his left front tire, giving him a flat tire and causing a caution.  Austin came into the pits for a tire change and to get his quarter panel off the left rear tire.  He came back out, starting in the back of the pack.  He was able to pick his way back up to 6th place, even though his car was severely “towed-out”!  He did a great job, considering the handling that he had to work with.  

Unfortunately, we had to deal with another rain-out on July 10th.  
On Sunday, July 11th, Austin did get to race a Junior Champ go-kart again at Twin State Speedway.  He managed to win his heat race, after starting in the last position.  In the feature, Austin had a bad start because the kart wouldn’t really take off.  He ended up chasing down the #7 of Brad Zahensky for most of the race.  Every time he got Zahensky set-up to make a move, a caution would come out for a spin.  Then at about halfway, Austin’s fuel pump died.  This was felt to be the reason for his poor start at the beginning of the race – the fuel pump was likely dying.  He ended up with a 3rd place overall finish.
