Austin was able to hold him off for about 7-8 laps, but then he got loose in turn 3 and Frahm was able to take advantage of this and pass Austin on the inside.  This put Austin in 6th place, where he managed to stay for the rest of the race.  This was despite driving a loose racecar for the last 20-25 laps.  He made a couple of good saves on the front stretch when the car started to come around on him.  We are very proud of him for driving such a great race and having his best finish of the season.
