August 19, 2011 – Twin State Motor Speedway
After working feverishly for 5 days and nights to repair our badly damaged car, Austin Brehio Racing was able to make it to our next scheduled event at Twin State Motor Speedway.  Right off in practice, Austin was driving a good line and getting comfortable with the track. Austin started 3rd in the heat and dropped back to 4th on the first lap.  However, he was then able to hold off Barry Grey for several laps before he was able to get by, followed by Mike Parks.  This left Austin finishing the heat in 6th.
After the 3 hot laps prior to starting the feature event, Austin noted that the car had a steering problem.  He felt that he could possibly have a tire rub, but decided to try and see how it went once the green flag flew.  During the race, he noticed that whenever he stepped on the brake, the car would jerk hard right.  At one point, Barry Gray in the #29 was passing Austin on the outside in turn 3.  Austin’s car started to jump right towards Gray’s car, so instead of running into Gray, Austin turned hard left and spun into the infield.  He then restarted in the rear of the field. He was just lucky to continue and finish the 100 lap race in 10th place, with the car handling so poorly.  When he came into the pits, the crew found that one of the bolts had fallen out of the upper control arm, which caused all of his issues.
