White Mountain Motorsports Park – September 11, 2011

Austin Brehio Racing ventured up to the beautiful White Mountain Motorsports Park this past weekend for the PASS race.  Austin had several practice sessions where he was able to work on his line and get his times down.  He did a good job and was feeling comfortable going into the heat race.
He started on the outside pole in the second heat.  On the start, he got freight-trained by people going inside and fell back into 6th place.  He kept up with the field, putting pressure on the #88 of Kyle DeSouza for a short time, but then the car got very loose and hard to hang onto.  Austin had to back off just to keep the car from spinning.  When he brought it into the pits, the crew went to work to try to find the handling problem.  They found that the right rear tire was wet from gear lube leaking on it, making it extremely slippery.  Austin really did a great job not spinning!
From his poor finish in the heat, he ended up having to start the feature towards the back of the pack in 20th.  He was keeping up with the pack and had to avoid several accidents in front of him as the race progressed.  At one point, he was up to 15th.  Later in the race, around lap 60, Austin’s car came around on him ¾ of the way down the back stretch causing him to spin in turn 3.  Luckily, everyone was able to avoid him and he pulled back to the rear of the field.  However, shortly after this, the car started getting loose again.  Then during a caution, the water temperature started steadily increasing to the point that Austin had to pull off on lap 85 in order to protect the engine.  The reason the car was overheating is because of damage to the duct work earlier in the race when Austin got into the back of someone going into turn 3.  He ended up finishing in 20th.
